Helpful Basket Bingo Event Planning Tips! 

ℓ Plan and organize your basket bingo event! Elect a friend or friends to 

help plan and organize your event. Be sure to give yourself at least one to 

two months to plan and prepare.  

ℓ Find a time and a place to host your fundraising event. Decide on a time. 

Most bingos are held in the evening. They may also be held in the late 

morning or afternoons. Allow about 3 hours for your bingo event. Then 

find a good location in your home. An ideal location in your house would 

be a spacious room. Be sure the room you choose has plenty of room and 

is in a comfortable setting.  

ℓ Send out invites. A more cost efficient way to send out invites is through email. Be sure to include the 

entry fee and that the raised funds are going towards the Breast Cancer Charities of America. You could 

offer advance ticket sales at a cheaper fee. For example $10 in advance per entry fee ticket, $15 at the 

door. Also, this may help you get an idea of how many will be attending.  

ℓ Choose the prizes. Make your bingo prizes worth the effort for your bingo players. Since this is a 

basket bingo event, fill the bingo baskets with quality products. These products or prizes could be 

donated from a local business, in exchange for an honorable mention. Ask friends or neighbors to help 

purchase products for the bingo baskets; maybe try to have the items in accordance to breast cancer.    

ℓ Purchase supplies. There are party supply stores that sell raffle tickets, bingo cards, and bingo 

supplies. To be more cost friendly, bingo cards can be printed off. Refreshments are a nice idea to serve 

at this event.  Volunteers are always welcomed to help with your event. Be sure to ask your friends to 

help you set up for the event and help at the actual event, with bingo calling, tickets sales, and help with 

refreshments. “Think Pink” when setting up and decorating for this event.  
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ℓ It’s the day of the bingo fundraiser! Be sure you give yourself plenty of time to get and set up tables 

and chairs. Baskets need to be set on the main front table where the bingo caller will be. Make sure the 

food is being properly prepared and served. Make sure the bingo caller is there and that everything 

needed is set up properly. Have fun!  

ℓ A bingo fundraiser involves planning! You will need to gather a team of volunteers, find a bingo caller, 

get prize donations, and more.   

ℓ Writing thank you notes to all the participants is a great idea, so be sure to write thank you notes for 

all that came out to support the Breast Cancer Charities of America.
